Star 1 Group 
Star 1 Group is an advanced group figure skating program for skaters who have completed CanSkate Badge 6 or at the discretion of the 
head coach and/or session coach. It is designed as a complement to the StarSkate private lesson program. Each session consists of a 15 
minute warm-up, followed by a 30-minute lesson with a professional coach. During these lessons, skaters work on stroking, field moves, 
conditioning, jumps and spins.  The remaining 5 minutes are for supervised practice.   Registration is limited to 25 skaters in order to 
maintain a ratio of approxiamtely one professional coach to 4 skaters. The registration fee includes ice time and coaching.  
 
Skaters in this program are strongly encouraged to complement the group lesson with private or semi-private lessons. Skaters who have 
passed their preliminary freestyle test are not eligible for Junior Group.  
 
Star 2 Group 
Star 2 Group is a group figure skating program for skaters who have passed at a minimum, the Preliminary freestyle test, or at the 
discretion of the head coach and/or session coach.  It is designed as a complement to the StarSkate private lesson program. Each session 
consists of a 15 minute warm-up, followed by a 30-minute lesson with a professional coach.  During these lessons, skaters work on 
stroking, field moves, conditioning, skills, jumps and spins.  Registration is limited to 20 skaters in order to maintain a ratio of 
approximately one professional coach to 4 skaters. The registration fee includes ice time and coaching.
